Temple Beth Rishon’s Brit K’hilah (Covenant of Community)- Code of Conduct 

 The TBR Youth Group is dedicated to providing a safe and friendly environment for Jewish youth to learn, socialize and participate in activities and Miztvot.  Members and participants who are assisting to gain volunteer hours are expected to be respectful and considerate at all times.  Youth Group participants are expected to attend, participate, and remain on the event premises during the entire event, unless permission was previously obtained from the adult supervisor.  Participants are expected to abide by all event rules.

 I understand that any violation of the following guidelines will result in immediate expulsion from the Temple Beth Rishon Youth program/or activity inside the temple or outside:
· I will not possess, consume or distribute alcoholic beverages.  I will not possess, use, or distribute any illegal drug or drug paraphernalia.

· There will be no possession or use of weapons, firearms or anything that may be construed as a weapon.

· I will not commit any illegal acts such as stealing or vandalism.  Participants are responsible for any monetary damages incurred. 

· I agree to refrain from inappropriate sexual behavior.  I will not participate in any activities that could be deemed as hazing, sexually harassing, demeaning, or hurtful

· I understand that no guests are allowed at any event, unless adult leadership grants advanced permission, and that any unauthorized guest may be asked to leave.

 I understand that engaging in any of the following activities will result in immediate suspension from the Temple Beth Rishon Youth Group/activity:
· I will not smoke, consume or distribute tobacco products.

· I will not commit any illegal act.  I understand that vandalism, disturbing the peace, or other inappropriate behavior as determined by the adult leadership will not be tolerated.  I understand that I will have to pay for any damage that I cause.  I understand that no gambling is allowed, except for Youth Group fundraisers 

· I will attend and participate fully in the entire event, unless otherwise agreed upon with the Youth Director.  I will arrive on time, stay till the end, and remain on the event premises at all times.
·  I understand that I am not permitted to bring unsealed beverages into any Youth Program function or activity and that adult supervisors have the right to inspect all bags and confiscate any questionable substance.

 Please keep in mind that these guidelines are designed to maintain the integrity and safety of all participants in the Temple Youth Program.  

CONSENT, RELEASE AND IDENTIFICATION

Parent and Child each represent that Child is in sound physical, mental and emotional health and fully able to participate in all Event activities without need of individualized or specialized attention, accommodation or medical regimen.

Parent and Child each agree that TBR Youth Group has the right, in its sole discretion, to determine that Child may not participate in the Event or particular Event activities and, further, in its sole discretion, to determine that Child shall be dismissed or expelled from the Event, at Parent and Child’s sole cost and expense.

Parent and Child understand and agree that Parent and Child are responsible for making arrangements for transportation of Child to and from the Event.  Parent and Child understand and agree the TBR Youth Program acts only as agent for Child in making arrangements with airlines, bus and other transportation operators, hotels, restaurants or any others in connection with any travel which is part of the Event.  Parent and Child further agree that TBR Youth Group does not assume any liability in making any arrangements for the Event and is not responsible for any delay, accident, natural disaster, labor dispute, machinery breakdown, failure or difficulty, government restraint, hostile act, terrorism, social unrest, local laws, climatic conditions, abnormal conditions or developments, theft, bodily injury, mental or emotional injury, property damage, illness, death, disease, damage or other cost, loss or expense, of any nature whatsoever, arising directly or indirectly out of the Event or related activities of the Event or travel by Parent and/or Child to and from the Event, including but not limited to claims for negligence on the part of TBR Youth Group or any other person or entity.  All rights are reserved by TBR Youth Group to substitute hotels or services of a similar category when deemed necessary.  Event schedule is subject to change without notice due to special or unforeseen circumstances.

Parent and Child each agree that TBR Youth Group may use any photograph, image, likeness, statement or utterance of Child or Parent in any media, including the internet, for promotional or other purposes, and Parent and Child release TBR Youth Group from any and all liability in connection therewith.

In consideration for Child’s acceptance to participate in the Event, Parent and Child (and Parent on behalf of Child), each for themselves, and their heirs, representatives, and next of kin, hereby forever release, waive, discharge and covenant not to sue, and agree to indemnify, defend and hold harmless TBR Youth Group and each of their (individually or collectively) affiliates, related entities, officer, directors, employees, volunteers, members, agents and representatives (individually and collectively, TBR Youth Group) from and with respect to any and all claims, demands, actions, rights of action, and liability, damage, cost, loss and expense (including attorneys’ fees) of any kind whatsoever, past, present and future, both known and unknown, including those which have not yet arisen or matured, either in law or in equity, arising from, related to or in connection with Child’s participation in the Event, or travel by Parent and/or Child to and from the Event, including but not limited to claims for negligence on the part of TBR Youth Group or any other person or entity, claims under the Americans with Disabilities Act and all other anti-discrimination laws and regulations of any jurisdiction, claims for any delay, accident, natural disaster, labor dispute, machinery breakdown, failure or difficulty, government restraint, hostile act, terrorism, social unrest, local laws, climatic conditions, abnormal conditions or developments, theft, bodily injury, mental or emotional injury, property damage, illness, death, disease, damage or other cost, loss or expense, of any nature whatsoever.

Parent and Child each hereby consent to the exercise of personal jurisdiction over each of Parent and Child by the courts of the State of New Jersey and the federal courts sitting in New Jersey in connection with any matter arising from, related to or in connection with the Event, or this and any other agreement related thereto, and Parent and Child each further agree that such courts shall have exclusive jurisdiction over all such matters.  If any term or provision hereof is determined to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining terms and provisions shall remain unimpaired and in full force and effect.
